“Creating paths to greater giving”
Calgary, April 10 – David Rockefeller Jr. – a member of one of the most prominent philanthropic families in North America – will share his inspirational experiences today on creating paths to greater giving and how the collective power of caring citizens can affect real change in a community at a luncheon hosted by The Calgary Foundation and community partners.

“Calgary’s growth has been enormous and coupled with these challenges is the need to ensure adequate resources for infrastructure, programs and services,” said Eva Friesen, President and Chief Executive Officer of The Calgary Foundation. “Engaging Calgary’s newcomers and inspiring young philanthropists to give back to their community will be crucial to our city’s success.”

In Alberta, the average annual donation is $500 – the highest provincial average in the country – compared to the national average of $400
. However, Alberta lags behind many other provinces in terms of percentage of donors: Alberta is tied in tenth place with the Northwest Territories at a 79 per cent donor rate, ahead of British Columbia (77 per cent), Yukon (76 per cent) and Nunavut (63 per cent) 
 – well below Newfoundland & Labrador and Prince Edward Island at 93 per cent. 

According to the National Survey of Giving, Volunteering and Participating, Albertans between the ages of 45 and 64 were the most likely to donate, followed closely by individuals aged 30 to 44. Those aged 15 to 29 were least likely to donate
.
